Step 1-Attaching back cane mounting assembly 
Note: Track mount brackets shown throughout instruction process.   
 (Step 1.1)  Locate the desired position for the back within the wheelchair back canes.  Using a pencil or a non-
permanent marking tool hold the back in the desired mounting location, draw marks or lines horizontally level to 
each other for the desired mounting location of back cane brackets, transfer mark over onto the track mount 
bracket.   
(Step 1.2)  Proceed by measuring and mounting opposite back cane mounting bracket onto opposite cane.  

 Tip: re-measure mounting locations, being certain that hardware is “Level” left to right. Also keep in mind not to 

over tighten hardware because the back height may need to be re-adjusted before final tightening of hardware 
is done.  
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Step 2-Attaching back mount bracket to track                                          

 
(Step 2.1)  Referencing pencil mark(s) locations from step 1, attach back mount brackets in desired mounting 
location on track bracket, please reference below LEFT SIDE VIEW, standard “between the rails” installation. 
Back bracket MUST be attached using inside track slot for proper mounting location.    
(Step 2.2)  Repeat above step for opposite right side back mount bracket installation.

Step 3-Installing back onto back cane brackets 
 
(Step 3.1)  On each back mounting bracket, slightly pull out as you rotate latch-levers outward 180 degrees to 
the up (unlocked) position.   
(Step 3.2)  Align and put the receivers on the back mounting brackets onto the back cane mounting assemblies 
as shown below. 
(Step 3.3)  Adjust the back cane mounting assemblies until the receivers are fully seated on each side and the 
back is centered between the back canes. If no other adjustment is needed, proceed to next step.   
NOTE: Use Step 2.1 to assist with these adjustments, the back mount brackets can also be loosened and re-
adjusted on the track brackets. 
(Step 3.4)  Final adjustments for installing/removing back, make all necessary fine-tuning adjustments so that 
back assembly installs/removes properly.   
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Step 4-Adjusting Height, Depth and/or Angle 
 
(Step 4.1)  On each side of the back loosen but DO NOT remove the button head screws that secure the back 
mount brackets to track assemblies, adjust the back to the desired height by sliding back brackets up or down 
on the track brackets. 
Note:  If track will not accommodate necessary height adjustment, re-tighten back brackets and make 
necessary height adjustment through repositioning back cane mounting brackets on back canes. 
(Step 4.2)  On each side of the back loosen but DO NOT remove the button head screws that secure the 
washer plates to the back cane mounting brackets, adjust the back to the desired depth and/or angle.  Tighten 
the button head screws securing the washer plates and back mounting brackets in the desired position. 
Note: Back mount brackets provide up to 2” of depth adjustment, 30 degrees of anterior tilt and 
30 degrees of posterior tilt angle adjustment.

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Step 5-Adjusting Lateral support(s) 
 
(Step 5.1)  Width and/or angle adjustment, locate and loosen but DO NOT remove the two button head screws 
that attach through track brackets to the propel lock nuts.  Propel lock nuts will adjust in lateral slots as seen 
below. Adjust lateral to the desired width and/or angle and re-tighten button head screws to secure laterals. 
Note: If desired lateral positioning cannot be accomplished in step 5.1 proceed to step 5.2.  
(Step 5.2)  Remove back from wheelchair, remove track bracket attachment screws and remove both tracks 
from back.  Unzip and remove cover from back support.  From the bottom of back cushion you have access 
between attached (glued) foam and wood, gently lift foam (without tearing) to gain access to inside lateral 
bracket.  Remove button head screws attached to lateral support, now lateral is only attached to back by way of 
foam, these laterals are designed with additional mounting slots for raising/lowering height.  Position lateral in 
desired location, align slots and mounting holes to re-attach lateral with propel nuts and screws.  Do not over 
tighten at this time, final positioning adjustments will need to be made.  Repeat this process for opposite lateral 
if necessary.  Once lateral(s) are repositioned and secure, re-attach cover and track brackets, re-install back in 
wheelchair making sure all parts are properly secure 
 
 
      

  

 
Step 6-Final Adjustments 
 
(Step 6.1)  Seat client in wheelchair. 
(Step 6.2)  Position client with desired back depth, back height and seat-to-back angle. 
(Step 6.3)  Final check and tighten of all bolts, clamps and brackets including lateral support brackets.  
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE 
 The outer stretch cover can be wiped clean using mild detergent, cold water and a 

washcloth, towel dry.    For heavily soiled covers, refer to step 5.2 remove outer 
stretch cover and machine wash using, mild detergent, gentle cycle and cold water.  
Air dry cover completely before re-assembling back and hardware.   

 Never store back support in conditions of extreme cold or heat.  Do not expose to 
direct sunlight for long periods of time. 

 Never store heavy or sharp objects on top of your cushions. 

 Daily-Before client is positioned in wheelchair, make sure back cushion is properly 
attached. 

 Once a month, check that mounting hardware is securely tightened
